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Throughout the year 2010 HHH has continued to serve those in greatest need of medical, dental and health care services, living in rural and isolated regions in the Caribbean and Latin America.  Highlights of 2010 include: (1) the Maternal mortality reduction project in the Dominican Republic was completed; (2) dental brigades were executed in multiple countries, (3) Post-earthquake relief for Haiti continued and (4) special focus was given to the indigenous Indian communities in Panama and Honduras.

In addition to these efforts, HHH has been active in several other key areas.

1. 
Overseas Freight shipments:

In 2010 HHH shipped a total of 7 overseas containers to the Dominican Republic and Haiti as well as Honduras.  In addition to this HHH has, through its partner IRD, shipped almost a dozen containers and/or airlifts to Haiti and the DR.  HHH and IRD sent close to $2 million in antibiotics to Honduras in early April 2010 and again in September.  HHH also prepared a shipment to Panama which includes a $30,000 anesthesia machine and dental chairs/equipment valued at $20,000.

Hand Carry of medicines and medical Supplies:


As of December 31, 2010 a total of 35 bags of medicines were hand carried to countries during on-site mission trips.  These bags were taken to the Dominican Republic, Panama and Honduras and their total value was approximately $500,000.  

4
Medical and Dental Brigades:


A dental brigade was executed in July 2010.  This brigade took place along the border of the DR and Haiti in a town called Mao Montecristi and targeted the Haitian emigrants who are flooding into the DR.  Over 175 patients were treated by Drs. Fox and Rosenfeld. 

In August 2010 a dental brigade took place in the town of Nueva Capital, Honduras where the HHH volunteer dentists Drs. Symecko and Lieberman treated over 200 of the children from the Saint Teresa School as well as residents of the town.

5.
Community Health and Nursing Initiatives:

In July 2010 the third and final MMR training program was held for hospital OB/GYN nurses from five hospitals in the Dominican Republic.  The initial project, funded by USAID called for the training and education of 50 nurses.  At the completion of the project more than 70 were trained.  
6.
 Support for the Pan American Catholic Health Care Network:

HHH, with the assistance of corporate counsel, Ropes & Gray, established PACHCN as an NGO with official standing in the country of Panama.  HHH and PACHCN can now request grants from local corporations as well as disbursement of funds from the Ministry of Health.  Cardinal Rodriguez has met with the Archbishop of Panama who has offered office space to establish an office of PACHCN in his Chancery.
7.
Fiscal:

Revenues for 2010 were $4,894,865 as compared to $2,941,229 in 2009.  Once again, overhead was less than 5% with program expenses for 2010 equal to $4,972,504, resulting in a decrease in unrestricted net assets of $138,780.
8.       Other:
In September, Dr. Sedutto and Ms, Jennifer Lee, Member of the Board of HHH, met with the President and CEO of the PepsiCo Bottling Company in San Pedro Sula to discuss collaboration on a water treatment project in Honduras.  Mr. Jorge Larach, President of Honduras PepsiCo agreed to contact the PepsiCo Foundation in support of an HHH application and further offered to collaborate with HHH  – his offer being that his company would establish a water purification project in a town where we are working.  Plans for HHH include several projects in the near future in Honduras and Mr. Larach will be included.

Ms. Eileen Mullin has joined the Board of HHH and has joined Christopher Conley in providing financial oversight and assistance to the staff of HHH.  She is warmly welcomed by all and her professional contributions are truly appreciated.

In September the President and CEO of International Relief and Development agency (IRD), - Dr. Arthur Keys – invited Dr. Sedutto to join their Board of Trustees.  Should Dr. Sedutto agree to this appointment, the relationship might enable HHH and IRD to develop closer collaborative ties in the future.  

This year’s Humanitarian Award Celebration will honor two individuals – Dr. Stephen J. Sweeny, President of the College of New Rochelle and Mr. Michael J. Dowling, President and CEO of the North Shore Long Island Jewish Health System.

From December 4 – 9, 2010 HHH offered its advanced Promotores training to the promotores associated with Caritas in Choluteca, Honduras.  These 20 men and women had already received the first level of HHH Promotores training and now received advanced education.

Dr. Kosan and HHH were approached by an NGO on the Island of Saint Vincent and the Grenadines in request for a dental brigade.  
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
